Quick Reference for SVI Area Girl Members
Scholarship, Bursary and Grants deadline dates are fast approaching.
As you know, it takes time to get the information and reference letters ready for the deadline dates. Please use only current application forms that can be obtained through linking with the Provincial website for provincial   scholarships and bursaries (Provincial GGC Scholarships section) or on the SVI Area website for the SVI Education award for an SVI member. There is also a link to the provincial scoring weights (Helpful Hints) and a document to help you fill out the Application Forms that should help considerably when filling out the applications for the provincial awards and other awards and scholarships.  Be sure to follow instructions carefully.
**SVI Area Education Award for SVI Area Members: 
Check SVI Area website for new application forms, reference forms instructions and criteria.
SVI Education Award- deadline to the SVI Area office-  May 31- For any girl or adult member of GGC, SVI Area under 21 years of age who is furthering her education at any recognized educational institute. Value of the SVI Education Award is $400. (New fillable application and reference forms)
**Provincial  Bursaries, Grants and Scholarships: Applications must be received by e-mail before 4:00 p.m. on March 15 at the Provincial Office in  North Vancouver on or before March 15.

****These BC awards are all for BC members completing Grade 12****
NEW- Elaine Killam Scholarship- deadline March 15-  For a Grade 12 BC Member who is entering a degree program at a recognized degree granting university, college or institution in Canada. Preference will be given to those demonstrating strong leadership abilities. Two scholarships of $1,000 each will be awarded.  
BC Council Bursary and Bursary of Honour- deadline March 15- To encourage a registered grade 12 BC GGC member in her post-secondary education/training. A commitment of service in her school and/or community is stressed. The Bursary of Honour is $1,500. The BC Council Bursary is valued at $800 and there are several awarded.

Eve Pound Scholarship- deadline March 15- To encourage further education for BC members of GGC at a recognized education institute in Canada. For currently registered grade 12 students at a secondary school.  Service in her school and/or community and academic excellence is stressed. The value of the Eve Pound Scholarship is $500.
Margery Dumfries Scholarship-   deadline March 15- To encourage further education/training for BC members of GGC at a recognized post-secondary institution in Canada. For currently registered grade 12 students. Preference will be given to those applicants showing a background interest and/or prospective career in the sciences, engineering or agriculture. The value of the Margery Dumfries Scholarship is $500.

Girl Guides of Canada Scholarships-  Due date  is April 1. Check National website for info and application forms- Open to girl and adult members who are pursuing post-secondary education at a recognized college, university or trades program- full-time or part-time studies.
