New Watershed Activity Resource Kit Available at Guide House

Last fall the CRD launched the new Watershed Warden Program for youth living in the CRD. SVI Area was honored to launch the program during Discovery Camp. Pathfinders from around the area helped with stream enhancement and learned about the importance of clean water and protecting our watersheds for future generations. We had so many prepared materials from the camp, we decided to create a resource kit for anyone wishing to do a clean water or watershed themed program with their unit. 

The Resource Kit contains prepared games from the United Nations Water Badge (available from WAGGGS), a copy of Guiding Elements Water, a copy of Holy Heron’s Water Activities and a copy of the Canadian Guider Water for Tomorrow edition, plus other games, hand outs and activity sheets related to clean water and the environment. There are materials for all branches included in the kit. 

CRD Watershed Warden badges are available at no cost from the CRD office. Your unit simply does a project that protects or enhances the local watershed and you apply for the badge. Resource people are available from the CRD to come to your meeting or help you plan a project. Your project could be anything from helping remove invasive plants in the marsh at Milne’s landing, to seeding the riverbank at Camp Jubilee to storm drain marking or something your unit does to enhance ground water quality in your community.
